The Episcopal Ordination of the Very Reverend Martin Hayes as Bishop of Kilmore takes
place this Sunday 20th September 2020 in the Cathedral of SS. Patrick & Felim, Cavan, at
3:00pm. 
The principal consecrator will be Archbishop Eamonn Martin of Armagh and Primate of All Ireland. He will be assisted by the Papal Nuncio to Ireland, Archbishop Jude Thaddeus Okolo, and Archbishop Kieran O’Reilly SMA of Cashel and Emly as co-consecrators. Archbishop Martin will be the homilist.
Unfortunately, due to COVID-19 restrictions, the numbers attending the ceremony will be
greatly reduced and will be by invitation only with only his immediate family and a few
friends attending. The ceremony itself will be live streamed on the internet and may be viewed at
www.churchservices.tv/cavancathedral. You are cordially invited to watch the ceremony on the live stream provided.
