Hedge Cutting Grant Scheme 2024/2025: To encourage the cutting of roadside trees and hedges, Leitrim County Council operate a Hedge Cutting Grant Scheme. Now open to individual applicants, communities and groups. The Grant is €75 per km of the roadside hedge/overhanging trees which are cut back.
